Assemblages 

New collaborative work by visual artist Anne Harild and composers Edmund Finnis and Orlando Higginbottom.
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Show open: 23rd January to February 1st, 11 – 6pm.

The work in this show is a continuation of the collaborators' shared preoccupation with finding ways in which a limited range of pre-proscribed materials can be arranged and processed to create imagined spaces, aural and physical, whose characteristics indirectly reflect the nature of our own built environment. 

Undertow is concerned with powerful natural phenomena and processes of transformation. Harild’s imagery explores the qualities, limitations and possibilities of a single material while the music is made from thickly layered superimpositions of recordings of one cello. The film explores the interrelationship between the man-made and the organic, contrasting that which is structured and ordered with processes that are beyond human control.

Morandi Room is an animated still life. The film plays with ideas of containment, using spray, spill and the play of light on water in a painterly fashion to colour the tableau. In keeping with Harild's choice of materials, all of the sound is made from variously processed recordings of metallic instruments. The film was commissioned by the Royal College of Art for the event ‘MAP/Making - Looking to the Future of Music, Art and Performance’ at the RCA Gulbenkian Gallery.

Accompanying the films is a series of related works on paper. Experimenting with ways of creating new forms or exploring the qualities of certain materials and textures, Harild often uses these collages as catalysts for the visual imagery of her films. 


Assemblages is generously supported by South Kensington Estates (SKE). The Brompton Design District, initiated by SKE and local organisations encourages the presence of new art and design in an area renowned for its historic links with art, design and education since the founding of the Victoria and Albert Museum and Royal College of Art 150 years ago.
